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Protection zone

PRIMARY EFSA LOGO

The primary EFSA logo must not be altered or restructured in any 
way. This logo must always have a white background and have a 
protection zone of the width of the fl ag incorporated in the logo. 
The orange gradient texture in the EFSA stars must also remain 
consistent. 

The protection  zone is the blank space or margin surrounding 
the logo. Protection zones give EFSA’s logo breathing space 
for maximum visibility. The logo must stand clear of any other 
elements. No other graphic or text should appear within the 
protection zone. Exceptions are non-blurring or contrasting 
backgrounds, unless otherwise authorised by EFSA. 

In some cases, fi ne lines from graphical elements such as network 
textures on publications may enter the protection zone. Network 
textures are considered to be part of a publication’s white 
background due to their transparency.

For publications with coloured backgrounds, secondary versions 
of the EFSA logo must be used. The two other EFSA logo tones are 
as follows:
